8. Who in the town or city can you contact to get safety information? List the names and each phone number and/or website.


9. Where are places in the town or city to shop for groceries? List the name and address of up to 3 stores.


10. Where are places in the town or city you can go if you get sick and need a doctor? List the name and address of up to 3 places.



11. What are other questions you would want to answer about the town or city so that you have information when it is time to look for a place to live?
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
